When

•	 Structural steel works will commence Wednesday 30 October 2019, from 3:00pm to 11:00pm.
•	 Please note that the duration of works may change in the event of inclement weather or for 

other unforeseeable circumstances outside of our control.

What to be aware of

•	 A crane and truck will be set-up in Birdwood Lane in order to reach the work area on the lupper 
most level.

•	 Periods of partial disruptions to Birdwood Lane will be experienced as construction vehicles 
operate in the work area. Throughout this process, access will be maintained with appropriate 
traffic control measures in place.

•	 Pedestrian access will remain open and managed by traffic control to ensure safe access at all 
times.

•	 Traffic control will be in place to co-ordinate access for laneway residents and businesses. 
Although the lane way will still be accessible businesses should ensure that all deliveries are 
organised prior to works commencing, to avoid any delays.

•	 Please consider moving your vehicle prior to works commencing, to avoid any delays when 
exiting your driveway.

1. All Traffic Control works; signs and devices to comply with Australian Standard AS 1742.3. 
2. Adjustments to TCP may be only made by persons holding an RMS "Select and Modify" ticket or higher.
3. All traffic control devices may only be set out by persons holding an RMS "Implement Traffic Control Plans" ticket or higher.
4. Traffic control personnel must hold an RMS "Traffic Controller" ticket or higher.
5. Signs to be erected so they are visible to motorists and not a hazard to pedestrians. 
6. Traffic controllers to escort pedestrians past the work area.
7. Traffic controllers who are on constant Stop-Go, must be relieved for a minimum period of 15 minutes every two hours. As 
     per the Australian Standards and the WH&S Act.
8. Team Leader is to conduct a 'tool box talk' and complete the adequate paperwork to support the discussion. 
9.  A 'risk assessment' to be conducted on site, prior setup to determine the queue length and site distance to the active TCP.
10. If an incident occurs on site, an 'Incident report form' MUST be completed immediately. Upon completion of the incident 
     report form, site Team Leader is to notify Complete Staff Solutions Traffic Section.
